Last week, in week 1, as part of the settling-in process, we 

covered a series of activities to help us familiarise ourselves with 

the classroom and the daily activities and routines.

In Mathematics, we learned numbers 1 to 5 and different 2D 

shapes. We focused on the circle, triangle, and square. 

In Understanding the World, we made a hand-painted artwork 

for our parents to keep, and it had a cute poem written on it. 

In Expressive Arts and Design, we conducted a bunch of colour 

sorting art activities and painted a big canvas of colours.
