Activities Covered: Upcoming Activities: 
Last week we continued our topic Growing - Healthy Environment 

and took part in lots of exciting recycling activities and finished 

our big class project together using all recycled things.  

In Communication and Language, we listened to the story ‘Keep 

Your Surroundings Clean’ followed by a discussion of what we saw 

in the story and how it impacts our earth and the water we use.  

In Literacy, we learnt the new sound ‘c k’. We learnt the actions, 

sang the jolly jingle, and practiced writing them in different 

mediums and our phonics books.
