We 

learnt to identify different feelings such as happiness, sadness, 

anger, and surprise, and discuss what causes these emotions. We 

also discover healthy ways to express and manage our feelings.  

 

In Communication and Language, we listened listen to the story 

‘Sad, Glad Monster.’ A fun and meaningful story that helped us 

recognize and name different feelings. 

 

In Personal, Social and Emotional Development, we talked about 

how to deal with our emotions.  

 

In Mathematics, we were assessed on key concepts such as 

understanding one more and one less, verbal counting, number 

recognition up to 10 (and beyond) and identifying basic shapes. 

These assessments help us understand each child’s progress 

and support their continued learning. 

  

In Literacy, we learnt the sounds “m” and “d”! We also learnt the 

high-frequency words in, it and blending sounds letter groups 1,2, 

 

In Physical Development, we focused on our cutting skills, we cut 

the preparations for our emotion monster crafts. 

 

In Understanding the World, we learned to manage our emotions 

in different places.  

 

In Expressive Arts, we made some super awesome monster 

emotions. 

 

What a fantastic Thursday we had exploring emotions through 

play! Our little ones dived into emotion messy play, sensory bins, 

and exciting emotions experiments. The highlight was emotion 

splat painting, where creativity truly shone! It's always a joy to 

see their faces light up while learning about feelings.
